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C.A.A. Learning Weekend in Florida 

and the Driver Proficiency Program

I just returned from Gloria Austin’s Florida Carriage 

Museum where the Carriage Association of America 

held their latest function. I must thank our fellow club 

member, Cathy Ashford for encouraging me to attend.  

My main focus for attending was the new Driver 

Proficiency Program that the CAA has developed. 

 First though, let me tell you about the museum which is 

located on 400+ acres of pasture land in the middle of 

Florida between Orlando and Ocala.  It is a driver’s 

paradise with grassy, gently rolling landscape covered in 

Live Oaks dripping with Spanish moss and surrounded 

by black wood fenced pastures.  The Museum itself 

houses the largest collection of privately owned 

carriages open to the public, all of which are in drivable 

condition.  Gloria rolls out various carriages 

throughout the year, with exquisitely perfect harness and 

horse combinations.  If you want to learn about proper 

turnout and carriage types and tradition, this is the 

place.  As CAA members, we were allowed to go up to 

the carriages and look in greater detail than the regular 

public (how cool is that??). 

Gloria drove a Cocking Cart with a 5 in hand as a 

demonstration, and let a few of the 4 in hand drivers try 

their hand! (where else are you ever going to see 

this???). On Saturday, we got to view a demonstration of 

2 wheeled vehicles from the museum- all antiques, 

totally restored from a Governess Cart to a Curricle, all 

perfectly appointed and turned out- what a sight! 

We were entertained and educated by various speakers, 

which included John Parker of England who has beaten 

all the old coaching records in Europe, and who also 

heads the British Driving Society.  Steve Holms who 

drove for John D. Rockefeller Jr. was also a speaker in 

the round table question session. Lest you think its all 

business, we had a Horse Quiz Bowl which had 6 teams 

of 3 each playing in a “Jeopardy” type of setting.  What 

a HOOT!!! I was on the 2
nd

 place team! 

If you’ve never attended a CAA function you don’t 

know what you are missing!  The knowledge is 

astounding.  Actually you all have a chance to go to the 

Santa Ynez Western Vehicle Symposium in April, which 

is co sponsored by the CAA- don’t miss it! 

My personal focus for my trip to the CAA meeting was 

to obtain my achievement of various levels thru the 

Driver Proficiency Program.  This program is based on 

the British Driving Society and Drive Canada programs 

which have been in place for 20 years.  In these 

countries, you must obtain a license to drive off your 

property by showing various levels of knowledge of 

horses, carriages, harness etc. The goal of the program is 

to promote the sport of driving based on safety and 

education.  The end result is an interactive, adult 

oriented education program in which those who seek 

recognition are awarded with a certificate of proficiency. 

There are 36 individual applications in the Syllabi I, II, 

III.  The guideline evaluations are, Level I = grade 

school, Level II = high school, and Level III = college/ 

grad school.  You must keep logs of your achievements 

and hand in portfolios.  It’s really FUN!!  You realize 

very quickly that you DON’T know as much as you 

THINK you do.  

I now have my levels I and II, and I am a recognized 

instructor Level I, and the first instructor in California.  

Bridgette Ruston another Californian, was there as well, 

and obtained her Level I.  Level III you have to have a 

professional coachman’s knowledge, drive either a 

tandem or a 4 in hand, and basically be a carriage 

museum curator!  So, I’m now going to be working on 

my level III.  

PS- Steve Holms and John Parker were my evaluators 

who drove with me on single and pairs!

Games Horses Play 
The Seven (7) Games of Parelli Natural 

Horsemanship (PNH) are used to train or re-train a 

horse / pony. According to PNH they help to develop 

a relationship, a bond, and a common basis / method 

of communication between you and your horse. 

These exercises can be used with any breed of horse, 

mules, and donkeys. Horses "play" dominate games 

and friendly games. Pat Parelli describes this horse 

play as 7 games. 

1. The friendly game- mutual grooming, scratching 

one another, or just nose to nose things. 

2.  The porcupine game- this is all about pressure! 

Horses push each other, either with a nip 

(sometimes with teeth) or with hoof. 

3. The driving game- in this game you see horses 

chase or "drive" another horse around the pen or 

pasture. They will nod their heads at the other 

horse to make him/her move. Chasing at a walk, 

trot, and running. 

4.  The yo yo- this game is quiet fun to watch, its 

when the horses turn and face one another and 

they will try to make the other back away by 

rearing, nipping each others face, neck, legs etc... 

5. The circle game- they run in circles chasing or 

one will stand still while the others run in circles  

6. The sideways- they try to get the other horse to 

move sideways, usually you see this move at the 

feed area! The dominate horse will lay ears back 

or just give a look and all of the sudden the other 

one will jump sideways. 

7.  The squeeze game- ever seen a group of horses 

squeeze one in the herd between them, looks 

somewhat like they are just pushing the middle 

horse to see how quickly it can move before it 

gets sandwiched! 

 

You can learn more about PNH and the seven games 

and how to use them for training on the internet or 

from many books or videos.
